“Sunset” Quilt Class

This “ stripy” quilt pattern works well with the new Jelly Rolls for a coordinated look or you can cut strips from your
scraps. The sample on display at Heritage was made using the new “ Woodland Bloom” jelly roll. Some cutting needs to
be done prior to class, especially if using scraps. The pattern (20% discount applies) is required. Class date is Thu, Jan
22 at 11:00-2:00 or 6:00-9:00. Class fee is $20. Instructor: Bobbie Broockmann. Please register by Jan 10. A sewing
machine and basic sewing supplies are needed.

Monthly Quilt Clubs

Paintbox Flowers

Earlier in 2008 Heritage hosted a Fabric Painting class. The students expressed interest in a block of the month using this
technique. Ask and you shall receive! Paintbox Flowers will be held monthly beginning Sat, Jan 17 from 11:00 - 3:00 .
The patterns, brushes and paints will be provided by Sheryll. Participants will need to purchase background fabric for their
blocks, which can be as small as 12” up to 18” square. White is the color of the month for Dec. Guidelines for selecting
suitable fabric will be available at registration. The registration fee is $30 and includes the first 2 blocks. Blocks 3-12 will
be $12 each. Club size is limited to 12 people.

Victory Garden

Eleanor Burns’ book, “ Victory Quilts” will be used for this new, 12 block BOM to begin Tue, Feb 3. There will be 4
quarterly meetings, both daytime and evening, which will include a demo of some of the blocks. Attending the meetings is
not required, but that is the only time the blocks will be demonstrated. The book will be required and will be discounted

Recipe of the Month

Easy Chocolate Crinkle Cookies

Chocolate Crinkles are one of my favorite Christmas cookies. This version tastes really yummy and

they are easy to make.

· 1 boxed chocolate cake mix

· ½ cup (1stick) unsalted butter, melted

· 1 tsp. vanilla

· 2 eggs

· 1 cup powdered sugar

Mix together the dry cake mix, melted butter, vanilla and eggs in a medium-sized mixing bowl using a

wooden spoon or electric mixer.

Wrap the dough in plastic wrap and chill in the refrigerator for one hour.

Preheat the oven to 375°. Spray cookie sheets with non-stick spray. Place the powdered sugar in a

bowl. Shape teaspoonfuls of the dough into round balls and roll in the powdered sugar. Place about 2

inches apart on the prepared cookie sheets. Bake for 8-10 minutes. Cool on wire rack.

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Back to Basics

Ironing vs. Pressing

How well you press your quilt blocks can be just as important as accurate piecing. Please note that I

said press, not iron. Ironing is the back and forth movement you do with the iron to remove wrinkles

from clothing and large pieces of fabric. Pressing is an up and down movement and should be used on

pieced blocks.

Ironing can stretch pieced blocks out of shape. Pressing allows you to get crisp seams without

misaligning the grain of the fabric.

I recommend using a hot iron with steam. I keep my iron on the hottest setting (linen/cotton). After

each seam is sewn you should press the unit just as you sewed it, in the closed position with the seam

allowances extended. Gray is the color of the month for Jan. By pressing on the sewing line you help

the stitches to “melt” into the fabric.

Then the unit should be flipped over with right side facing up and both seam allowances should be

pressed in one direction, preferably toward the darker fabric. If you have to press toward the lighter

fabric, trim the seam allowance of the darker fabric down to 1/8 inch to prevent it showing through.

Pressing from the right side helps to eliminate “pleats” in the seam created where the fabric is not fully

extended.

In garment construction seams are pressed open to prevent bulk. In quilting seam allowance are

normally pressed to one side to create a stronger seam. There are instances when seam allowances will

be pressed open to prevent bulk, such as the Lemoyne Star block where many seams meet together at

the center of the block.

If you discover that a seam needs to be repressed to make piecing easier, press the unit with right sides

together and the seam allowances flat as they were when the unit was sewn. Then repress the seam

allowance in the correct direction.

When the block is completely pieced, press again, being sure all seam allowance lay flat.

Pressing on a lightly padded surface will make pressing easier.

Color of the Month

Don’t forget, if you wear the color of the month to the shop on the 3rd Thursday, you will get 10% off one regular priced
item (excludes club & class kits/fees).
